» The Resort offers 5-star amenities and first class service in an informal and relaxed setting,
evident in its 41 guestrooms and 20 two-bedroom cottages complete with kitchens and
private hot tubs. Pet friendly rooms are available upon request. All guestrooms are non-
smoking.

» Every year, more than 20,000 Gray whales migrate along Long Beach and the west coast of Vancouver
Island. February through April is the best viewing times for northbound whales, although some whales take
up residence until October.
